There is no such thing as a standard wedding reception, but if there were it would be
something like the following...

Approx Time  Activity The Disco Co

19:30 Guests Background music (loud enough to dance, but quiet
commence enough to talk without being drowned out)
arriving

20:15 First Dance DJ introduces the Bride & Groom to the dance floor

20:30 Buffet DJ announces buffet, and background music

(restaurant style)

21:15 Buffet ends DJ recommences the party at higher volume

00:00 End of reception DJ thank you & good night

(midnight)

Our recommendation is always to have a midnight finish time, as weddings are normally a
long day for guests attending, even though it is over in a flash for the Bride & Groom. We
recommend this because with a midnight finish many guest will stay for a while longer
whereas with a later finish they won't. This will mean that your big day will end on a
massive high, rather than fizzle out with fewer guests staying to the end. We will
accommodate all requests in regard to timings, it is your wedding.

Playing the right music

This may sound obvious, but every event is different, with different guests. It is more than
just having the right music, it is about reading the audience and understanding what is
needed, and when. We always commence dancing (unless instructed otherwise) with the
First Dance as chosen by the Bride & Groom. As we work closely with the couple and their
families prior to the performance we are guaranteed to have the music required; play lists
are always gratefully received, as well as those songs to be avoided.

A great light show

Again, every event and venue is different, and it is important that the disco lighting
provides a great experience for your guests. With a large range of lights and special
effects, and the experience to use them effectively, the event is enhanced. Lighting should
be used to match the music, mood and tempo of the event.

The lighting and effects used are programmed to work together and are similar to those
found in many night clubs. A quality lighting set up makes for an impressive experience;
